I'm finally getting rested up from our tour of N.Y. state titled FANY Ride. I 

think it stands for 500 miles across N.Y. It was a little more intense than any 

other organized tour we have done. 

We left Niagra Falls High School on Sun. and followed the seaway trail to 

Brockport for a total of 93 miles. Tatiana did 48 miles and Mikel did 45: our 

longest day. Flat with a tailwind. Nice! 

Mon. it was on to Waterloo with some small rollers. We got hit with the rain 

just out of Geneva. 

Tues. we finished in Homer near Cortland. We got there via Ithaca; enough said 

about the climbing! We stayed fairly dry that day. 

We awoke Wed. to rain so I told my daughter to stay in her sleeping bag I would 

ride the day myself on the tandem and she could ride in the truck with her 

mother. I could have picked up a hitchhiker that day. It was on to Rome for some 

more pretty stiff climbing. 

On Thurs. the kids were well rested from their day off and helped a lot thank 

goodness because my quads were wearing out a little more each day. We rode into 

the Adirondacks and finished in Speculator. I think this was the prettiest 

stretch. Mike and I had to find an overhang to wait out one storm. Even the few 

cars that we saw were pulling off the road because visibility was so impaired 

because of the storm. 

Fri. we headed into Schuylerville. We had a most wonderful 15 miles once we left 

Speculator - ALL downhill! We had, in what is my opinion, the strongest rider in 

the group chase us clear to the flat land before he could run the old tandem 

down. 

Sat. we finished the ride with a 50 miler, for a total of 516 miles, that ended 

in Albany at the state plaza in front of the memorial to N.Y.'s firemen. 

The FANY Ride donated at least 5% of our ride fees to the volunteer firemen's 

home in Hudson so it was fitting to end at the memorial. Even though there were 

less than 70 riders the following states were represented : Ct, Ga, Ma, Md, Mi, 

Nh, Nj, Ny, Pa, Sc, Va, Wa, Wi,D.C. , Canada and the Carribean. For a small ride 

in it's third year it was done very nicely. If you like to tour, take a look at 

this for next year.
